Weather Policy
· Full refund less $75 administration fee if no games are played, no refund if 1 or more games played.
· The tournament may be played in adverse weather conditions. The format may be changed to lesser time limits, fewer innings or less games to complete the tournament. Coaches and players accept these conditions when entering the tournament
Team Information

· There will be no coaches meeting.  Each team must check in with the site director one hour prior to your first game.

USSSA baseball rules shall be followed except as noted below.
Game Times

· 6 innings or 1hour 45 minutes, no new inning after 1hour 40 minutes. (no time limit for championship games)

· Umpire keeps the official game time. Be ready to play 20 minutes prior to game time.  Start times are at the discretion of the site director.
     
Home Team

· Coin flip will determine the home team during pool play.  Top seed will be home team for all other games. 
Scorekeeping

· The home team is the official book. Both scorekeepers should match scores at the end of each inning.

· Head coaches must sign game card immediately following each game.  NO EXCEPTIONS.  The game card is the official score, so make sure the team names, scores, and pitching records are correct before you sign the card.
Batting Order
· 1) Teams may bat their entire lineup. All players on the team are in the batting lineup. There is free substitution on defense.
· 2) Bat 9-starting players may re-enter the game once. A Player re-entering the lineup must re-enter in his original batting slot. Substitutes may not re-enter the game once they are taken out.

· A player may leave the lineup without taking an out only in the case of injury, illness, or having to leave early (only if covered in pre-game meeting at home plate).  If a player leaves the game for any other reason, an out must be taken each time his batting spot comes up.

Courtesy Runners
· A courtesy runner is allowed for the Pitcher and the Catcher. A courtesy runner is optional for the catcher with 2 outs.  Pitcher must start to pitch the next ½ inning if he uses a courtesy runner.  A player can only run for 1 player per inning. The courtesy runner is the last player to make an out.
Run Rules
· 8 run mercy rule after 4 innings, 12 runs after 3 innings, and 20 runs after 2 innings.

· Run rule stays in effect for championship game

Pitching
· The maximum innings a pitcher may pitch for the tournament are:

· 7 innings for 8, 9, and 10 year olds
· 8 innings for 11, and 12 year olds
· 9 innings for 13, and 14 year olds
· Innings are for the entire tournament.  There are no restrictions on how they are used.  It is the coach and parent’s responsibility to protect the pitcher’s health. 

· Pitching records for the game are recorded on the game card. The card is signed and turned in after every game. Each coach should verify both teams’ pitching record and sign the game card at the end of the game. This is the official Pitching record.
· One pitch constitutes an inning pitched.  Use of an illegal pitcher will result in game forfeiture.

· One free visit to the mound per pitcher per game.  On the second visit, the pitcher must be removed.

· A pitcher may not return to pitch once he has been removed as a pitcher.

· Balks – No warnings will be given for 11’s and older all levels. 
Miscellaneous
· California tie breaker is used to break a tie game (the last out starts at 2nd base with 1 out).  This includes Championship games.
· NO PROTESTS – All rule conflicts will be decided on the field as they occur.
· NO FORFEITS  – If a team intentionally forfeits they will be ejected from the tournament.
· It is the coach’s responsibility to check their schedule before the tournament and during the tournament for any changes.

· Slide rule – runners must try to avoid contact and a slide is mandatory on any close play.  Unnecessary roughness either by runner or fielder is grounds for ejection.

· Age requirement – April 30th will be the designated date to determine ages.  Use of ineligible player will result in forfeiture of any game that the player participated in.

· Player minimum – a team must start each game with a minimum of 9 players and may finish the game with 8 players.
